Altered Images, Regional Cultural Centre Letterkenny

Attendance and Education Programme
The Official Opening of Altered Images, by the Mayor of Donegal Councilor Cora Harvey was held at the Regional Cultural Centre on Friday May 13th.

Over 100 people attended the Opening.

The exhibition ran from May 17th to July 1st and the total attendance was over 1000 people.

RTE Winning Streak was filmed from the RCC on May 21st during the time that Altered Images was on. Up to 100 people visited the exhibition during the Winning Streak filming and appeared briefly on the RTE 1 broadcast that evening

The audience comprised of a large number of older people as the exhibition was scheduled to coincide with the annual Bealtaine Festival organised by the RCC. This included visits by Letterkenny Active Retirement Group.

Artist Terry O'Farrell did two days of workshops, one for artists working in the community and one for groups of people with disabilities, at the Regional Cultural Centre Letterkenny on Monday 13th and Tuesday June 14thin the morning and afternoon. 

12 artists attended each of the 2 workshops on the 13th.

Groups from the HSE ABI Centre (6) in Letterkenny and the Irish Wheelchair Centre (8) in Manorcunningham attended the 2 workshops on the 14th.

Other groups that attended included the Donegal Centre for Independent Living and Create-a-link (both Letterkenny)

There was a number of secondary school visits from Colaise Ailaigh, Loreto Secondary School, Errigle College and St. Eunans College Letterkenny.
